in order to obtain the provision made by the late act of Congress entitled “An act to provide for
certain persons engaged in the land and naval service of the United States in the revolutionary
war” That he the said Bartholomew Adams enlisted the year of 1778 in the State of Delaware in a
company commanded by Captain Peter Jacquett of the Delaware Regiment that he continued to
serve in the said corps or in the service of the United States untill the close of the Revolutionary
war when he was discharged from service in New Castle County State of Delaware that he was in
the Battles of the Monmouth [28 June 1778] and at the Battle of Cambden [sic: Battle of Camden
SC on 16 Aug 1780 or Battle of Hobkirk’s Hill on 25 April 1781] and that he is in reduced
circumstances and stands in need of the assistance of his Country for support. and that he has
not any other evidence of his services now in his power beyond this his declaration on Oath and
the affidavit of Colonel Mitchell Kershaw hereto annexed.
